It was November 11, and we eagerly awaited their arrival.  The red, white, and blue banners were hung from the front porch eaves to welcome our guests.    Our guests were courageous and heroic American veterans.

I was privileged to video their stories.  One army soldier told of escaping death just minutes after they traveled an Iraqi road. Although eighty-six years old, he still remembered several hand signals learned during his service in World War II and demonstrated these for us. Joshua 1:16 proclaims, “…all that you command us we will do, and wherever you send us we will go.” Hearing these men share how they served our country as they were commanded, made me realize that obedience is not always something we desire.
